dia. Since 1985, Rotary club members worldwide have contributed more than US$800

million and countless volunteer hours to the effort, and Rotary is now working to raise an

additional $200 million to fulfill its commitment for a $355 million challenge grant from the

Bill & Melinda Gates Foundation. Great progress has been made, and the incidence of

paralytic polio infection has plunged worldwide from 350,000 cases in 1988 to fewer than

2,000 in 2008.

As one of the four remaining polio endemic countries, which also include Afghanistan,

Ni geria, and Pakistan, |Indiabds fight against poli
financial support of more than $106 million from Rotary. In addition, Rotary's sustained po-

litical, bureaucratic and religious advocacy efforts at national, state and district levels

have made a discernible impact on the program in India. As the past chair of the South-

east Asia Regional Poli oPlus Commi ttee and member
Commi ttee, Banerjee spearheaded many of Rotaryds

Rotary also sponsors the largest privately funded international scholarship program in the
world. Since 1947, Rotary has contributed roughly $500 million to fund a year of study
abroad for 38,000 students from 100 countries. These cultural ambassadors use the skills
and knowledge they acquire through their time abroad to advance the cause of interna-

tional understanding, goodwill, and peace. Rotary also sponsors seven Rotary Centers for
International Studies in peace and conflict resolution at eight leading universities in six
different countries.

Banerjee is a director of United Phosphorus Limited, the largest Indian agrochemical
manufacturer, and the chair of United Phosphorus (Bangladesh) Limited. He is a member
of the Indian Institute of Chemical Engineers and the American Chemical Society, a past
president of Vapi Industries Association, and former chair of the Gujarat chapter of the
Confederation of Indian Industry. He earned a degree in chemical engineering from the
Indian Institute of Technology, Kharagpur. Banerjee and his wife, Binota, have two children
and four grandchildren.
