The polio case 
count so far this year as 
of June 13th show a con-
tinued reduction to 205 
cases versus 349 in the 
year to date for 2010. But 
it is still two steps forward 
and one step back. 

Chad, which was polio 
free now has an in-
creased count of 68 
cases despite 11 large 
immunization activities 
this year. So  "it is not a 
slam dunk", but we are 
going to banish polio 
from the world for ever. 
Thank you to all the Dis-
trict 5610 members and 
clubs that continue to 
contribute to Polio Plus. 

The good news is that 
Rotary is up to $176.8 
million in our effort to 
match the Gates chal-
lenge of $200 million by 
June 2012. Bill Gates 
feels our effort is so im-
portant that he, came in 
person and gave one of 
the keynote speeches at 
the RI Convention in New 
Orleans. He stated that 
polio can be eliminated 
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September 3-17, 2011
