Rotary Works on ñNew, Improvedò Solar Ovens  
 

Now entering their second decade of building and distributing solar ovens, Brook-

ings Rotarians are constantly working to improve the design and function of their 

solar ovens. 

òWeõre trying to make them easier to assemble and more efficient in capturing and 

storing solar energy for cooking,ó said Rotarian Al Rogers, who has been involved 

in the project since its inception in 1998.  Since that time, thousands of solar ovens 

have been distributed free of charge to poor families in Haiti.  Rotarian Ron Fesler, 

who has also been an integral part of the solar oven project, commented that the 

ovens are a necessary cooking source.  òThe main cooking fuel for most Haitian 

families is charcoal, which is expensive.  Overharvesting of available trees on the 

island has nearly depleted the supply, and the use of solar ovens is seen as a way to 

reverse the practice of using charcoal.  It is hoped that reforestation can begin to 

take place in Haiti.ó 

 

When the solar ovens were originally built, they were bulkier and less efficient than 

the current design.  According to Fesler, òThe new design will reduce the required 

assembly time significantly.  The solar oven redesign team is investigating two 

methods of oven fabrication: roto-forming and thermoforming.  Both designs will 

not only reduce the amount of time to assemble, but potentially also reduce costs.  

The new oven design will continue to cook, bake, and pasteurize in an efficient 

manner.ó
