Marshall Noon and Marshall
Sunrise were also recognized as outstanding contributors over the past three years to the Polio Plus Challenge with gifts
of $2000 and $3200, respectively.

An Ambassadorial Scholarship is a grant of $26,000 to study abroad for one year. The student has a
Rotary counselor from the club she/ he represents and has a Rotary counselor in the country where he/
she goes to study. During the year they are abroad the student is expected to do a service project in the
community where they are studying. When applying each student must go through a local Rotary Club,
who interviews them and helps with the application process.

This year the district Ambassadorial Scholarship Committee, consisting of Sandra Christenson, Dave

Lorenz, Darrell Sawyer and Pat Sutliff, had the privilege of interviewing four potential candidates for the
Ambassadorial Scholarship that District 5610 will fund for the school year of 2011-12. We were all de-

Unfortunately we could not nominate all of them but we have forwarded an application to Rotary Interna-
tional who will notify the selected student in December of 2010. This year we had twice as many appli-
cants as the last time we did this and we hope this trend will continue as we have many capable and
deserving students in our district.

Polio Plus

Good News. The number of new cases of polio occurring for the year to date in 2009 has fallen from
1020 to 663 in 2010.

The progress has been so significant that President Elect Kaylan Banergee has predicted that polio will
be eliminated from India by the International Convention in May 2011. He is also optimistic that it will be
eliminated from the world by the time his term is completed. India has dropped from 312 cases in 2009
to 36 cases in 2010 for the year to date. Nigeria has also seen a drop from 376 to only 7 in the same
time span.

However until eliminated, polio is still only a plane ride away, as has been proven in Tajikistan where a
majority of the world's cases are now occurring. This outbreak came from India likely by plane travel of a
case. It is still requiring tremendous resources for surveillance, moving teams to encircle the epidemics
and giving vaccine when it gets to previously polio free areas. Huge numbers of volunteers and person-
nel are still required. We still need every club and every member to contribute to this wonderful but ex-
pensive job. Our records show that many clubs and members have contributed but a minority (13 clubs)
have given nothing. This is such an important world changing effort that | can not understand how any
Rotarian could not contribute. To help, go to www.rotary.org/endpolio. We need $20 per member per
year for the three years ending in December 2010.
