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Don McLaughlin: Rotary was close
to his heartd By Cindy Votruba

Besides being partner in McLaughlin and Schulz Inc., Don McLaugh-
lin of Marshall was instrumental in many things when he served in
Rotary - being district governor, helping start the Sunrise Rotary
club and keeping a perfect attendance record for more than 30
years. McLaughlin died Saturday at the Avera Morningside Heights
Care Center in Marshall. He was 75.

McLaughlin was a partner in McLaughlin and Schulz and was also
vice - president, said Jack McLaughlin, McLaughlin's brother. "Donny
was there 40 years," Jack McLaughlin said. Don retired just a few
years ago, Jack McLaughlin said.

"Here was a man who was a really community -minded person," said
Dr. Wayne Taintor, who knew McLaughlin through Rotary. Taintor

said McLaughlin always had leadership roles in Rotary and remem-

bered how that spilled into one of the Rotary projects that gave dic-
tionaries to every third ~ -grader in the area. "He was right at the

head of the class in that," Taintor said of McLaughlin's involvement

with the dictionary project.

McLaughlin served as district governor in Rotary, was chapter presi-
dent, and led a Rotary exchange team to New Zealand. He was to
be recognized at the Noon Rotary Club meeting Tuesday for his
years of accomplishments. Noon Rotary Club President Colleen
Grothem said he will still be honored at Tuesday's meeting. "He was
instrumental with Rotary International when he was district gover-
nor in the 1990s," said fellow Rotary member Chuck Lindemann.
Lindemann said McLaughlin helped keep small -town Rotary clubs
alive when he served as district governor. "That was always very
dear to his heart." Lindemann said McLaughlin helped get the Sun-
rise Rotary Club off the ground. "It was his baby getting the morn-
ing one (Rotary club) started,” Lindemann said. And McLaughlin
took part in the Rotary fundraisers, such as selling roses and the
football board book, Lindemann said. "He was always one of the top
sellers of that," Lindemann said. Even when McLaughlin entered the
nursing home, Lindemann said he'd get to Rotary meetings.

McLaughlin was also known for his good nature, friends said.
"Donny and | were friends since 1975," said Willard Engel of Mar-
shall, who knew McLaughlin through business. Engel worked for the
Lyon County Co -op. "We were in Rotary together." Engel said that
McLaughlin had a cabin on Green Lake and he'd used to help with
spring and fall work."We used to play golf together, he was just a

Hugh Evans 15 the Co-Founder and CEO of
the Global Poverty Project. An Australian,
Evans was only 14 when he went to the
Phulippines as part of tnp sponsored by
World Vision. He found himself Iving in a
h tenf m a Mamla shum that was bwlf on a
garbage dump. The followmg year, be
spent a year m India. Both of these expen-
ences crystallized the idea that 1f 15 by pure chance that each
of us 15 born mio the creumstances we all find ourselves
and he made the decision to employ s ereativity to work
toward shattering the accepted status quo of the world's
poor.

In 2002 ke visited South Africa as World Vision's first
Youth Ambassador. Following the tnp he set up the
Qakires Fomdation, Australia’s first youth nim a1de orgam-
zation with the mission of young people working together
to end global poverty. Thas was followed by the “Make
Poverty History” campaign that influenced the Australian
Govemnment to increase its foreizn aide budget from 0.3%
to 0.5% of Gross National Income, resulting in an addi-
tional $4. 3 Billion per anmum for the world's poorest.

In 2008 with the help of grants from the UN and
AusAid be co-founded the Global Poverty Project which
has become one of the world's leading organizations work-
ing to eliminate poverty.

His accomphishments are legendary and he has the
backing of renowned indrviduals such as performer Hugh
Jackman and U2 front man and bumamitarian Beno.

Muhammad Yiunus, “Banker to the Poor, 15
a Bangladeshi economist who founded the
Grameen Bank in 1983, fueled by the be-
Lief that credit 15 a fundamental luman
right His objective was fo help poor people
eseape from poverty by providing loans on
terms suitable to them and by teaching
them a few sound finaneral prineiples so they could help
themselves

From Dr. Yunus' personal loan of small amounts of
money to destitute basketweavers in Bangladesh m the mmd
-T0s, the Grameen Bank has advanced to the forefront of 2
burgeoning world movement toward eradicating poverty
through microlending. Today, replicas of the Grameen
Bank model operate m more than 100 countries.

Chver the past decade numerous Rotary clubs and
distmets have sponsored Matching Grants that have part-
nered with the Grameen Bank to a1d the poorest of the
poor in providing for themselves and their familes,

In 2006, The Nobel Peace Prize was awarded jointly to
Muhammad Yunus and Grameen Bank “for their gfforts o
create economic and social development from below”.

ROTARY PROJECT SAFARI TO SURINAME & TRINIDAD
Trip shortened to 9 days
January 29-February 6, 2012

Plans for a Project Safari has begun with District 5610 and District 7610 to District 7030,
which includes Trinidad, Tobago and Suriname, in the southern Caribbean. A Project Safari, as
outlined by Past RI President Ray Klinginsmith, is similar to a Friendship Exchange in that we
are mostly Rotarians and spouses Vvisiting anott

District 5610 is currently in progress with a latrine block at a Paramaribo school, spon-
sored by Rapid City and Rushmore Clubs. This project is scheduled to complete in October.

District 7610 has a rainwater catch system project in progress near Rica, sponsored by
Tracy Settl eds eThomas, DGE B7030 wil) dentifytothex prdjects in their dis-
trict and perhaps include on our itinerary.

Suriname is paired with the state of South Dakota by the US State Department and
many of its citizens have participated in exchanges.

The proposed trip begins at Port of Spain from January 29 to February 1, 2012, lodging
our group at the Hyatt Regency. We will meet Lara Quentrall-Thomas and other Rotarians, tour
their projects, and spend some time relaxing at their beautiful beaches.

By popular demand, the trip has been reduced at Paramaribo to February 2-6. We lodge
at the Hotel Krasnapolsky, centrally located downtown. We will tour the school project and per-
haps others. We hope to attend a few club meetings, and enjoy the warm Rotarian hospitality
that some of us have already received and wish to experience again! We will visit the huge
marketplace and eat at great restaurants. Those persons wanting to extend their trip also have
an optional choice of the Bergendal Adventure Centre for those who wish to experience the
equatorial jungle. Cost based on size of group.

The cost of the two hotels for 8 nights, some breakfasts and the flight between Trinidad
and Paramaribo is approximately $1317 person double occupancy. Single fare is $1892. The
airfare to Port of Spain, Trinidad and from Paramaribo, Suriname is not included, expect to pay
about $1000 per person depending on origination of flight. Costs are borne by each traveler,
except for some ground transportation and any entertainment provided by the host clubs.

We are hoping to recruit 8-10 persons. Please review the application under RFE on the
district website, and contact Linda by mid-December, as visas are required. Further information
and updates to will be sent to interested persons.
